Description:

Learn the skills necessary for your students to completely digitize their portfolios using current digital
technology including digital cameras, scanners, digital software, Microsoft Word, PowerPoint and web-based
resources. No prerequisites. May be taken for one, two or three credits. 12 hours of outside practice is
required for two credit hours. An additional project will be required to earn three credits.
