Course Objectives:

Students will be guided through a variety of hands-on activities that will give them the skills necessary to create
PowerPoint presentations that include graphics, text boxes, headings, animation, sound, color and tables.
Students will submit a project created outside of class. The learner, with the approval of the instructor, will
select the content of the project. The project must include the features presented in class and will be evaluated
with a rubric that will be provided to the students during class.
