Course Description:

Learn to create a web page using Google Page Creator and Microsoft Word. Use web page to teach K-12
students. Create interactive games and other learning activities. Design your project to meet the educational
needs of your classroom! No Prerequisite, though basic Internet experience is recommended. Twelve hours
of additional practice required for two credits. An additional outside project will be required to earn
three credits

It should
include 12 hours of combined practice and project, and must be submitted by disk or e-mail within 1 week of
completion of course. A rubric for evaluation of the project will be provided to the participants during class.
